Miraculous Kursk Root Icon of the Mother of God

It is almost exactly four years since the Wonderworking Kursk Root Icon of the Mother of
God came to us last. Now we are blessed with Her visit on Saturday 7 June between 10.00
and 2.00 pm, when we will sing molebens and akathists before Her. DO NOT MISS THIS!
Discovered in 1295 near Kursk, it has played an extraordinary role in the history of Russia,
rescuing it twice from invading Tartars and twice from invading Catholics. After 1917 the
Icon left Russia and accompanied Orthodox. The Icon was carefully carried from place to
place until 1927, when it was placed in a church in Belgrade in Serbia. After the Second
World War the Icon was taken to Germany. It remained there for five years, comforting the
Orthodox flock. Then it was taken to America. At first kept in a hermitage, later it was moved




to the purpose-built Orthodox Cathedral of the Mother of God of the Sign in New York City.
Many believe that if this Cathedral and the area around it were spared in the terrorist attacks
of 11 September 2001, it is because of the presence of the Icon there.

Today, the Icon is taken from Orthodox parish to parish all over the world and its fame is
international. It is known for countless miracles, healings and for assistance in misfortunes. It
is significant that our St John the Wonderworker (+ 1966), who was our Archbishop in
London until 1962 and was canonized in 1994, passed away before this very Icon. This
remarkable Icon is a wellspring of miraculous grace which is offered to us by the Mother of
our Lord, the Mother of all faithful Christians. In 2009 the Icon returned to Russia on its first
annual return visit.

Candles
The quarter ton of candles we began using last September has now gone and so at the
beginning of May we ordered 600 kilos. We hope that will last us at least one year.

Dress

Can we remind you about dress in Church? Most people make a real effort when they come
to Church, knowing that we treat Church in a special way. When we are invited out to meet
someone special, we try and dress up. That should be even more the case when we come to
meet Christ at church. This does not of course mean expensive clothes, just modest ones. So
just a reminder. Gentlemen: Please try and dress up and not come in jeans, T-shirt and
trainers. Ladies: Please try and come in a knee-length skirt or dress (that is always more
modest than trousers or a short skirt) and your head should be modestly covered with
something light and comfortable, as the Apostle Paul tells us. Thank you!
